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SECTION A - Preamble

These Minimum Standards for Commercial Aeronaut®atvice Providers have been formulated and
adopted by the Paulding County Regional Airporthuity or the Paulding County Regional Airport,
hereinafter referred to as “Airport”.

These Minimum Standards are intended to be thenmoimi threshold entry requirements for those
wishing to provide commercial aeronautical servioeghe public and to insure th#tose who have
undertaken to provide commodities and servicespasoaed are not exposed to unfair or irresponsible
competition. These Minimum Standards were develdpkithg into consideration the aviation role of the
Paulding County Regional Airport (Airport), the tmé development planned for the Airport and to
promote fair competition. The uniform applicatiohtioese Minimum Standards, containing the minimum
levels of service that must be offered by the pectipe service provider, protects Airport patroms a
enhances the public interest by both encouragiogvityr of business at the Airport and discouraging
substandard operations.

These standards were developed in accordancehetRdderal Aviation Administration (FAA) Advisory

Circular 150-5190-5 change 1, Dated June 2002. Aingort will regularly update this document as
necessary as required by activities on the Airpods regulations are changed.

SECTION B - Definitions

A. Aircraft

(1) Aircraft - any device used or designed forigation or flight in the air including, but not lited to,
an airplane, sailplane, glider, helicopter, gyrdeopultra-light, balloon, or blimp.

(2) Air Charter or Taxi - the commercial operatmiproviding air transportation of person(s) or pedy
for hire by either on a charter basis or as ateairoperator.

(3) Aircraft Fuel - all flammable liquids composed a mixture of selected hydrocarbons expressly
manufactured and blended for the purpose of effelgtiand efficiently operating an internal combasti
jet, or turbine engine.

(4) Aircraft Operation - an aircraft arrival at, @eparture from, the airport.

(5) Aircraft Owner - a person or entity holding &ditle to an aircraft, or any person having esole
possession of an aircraft.

(6) Aircraft Parking and Storage Areas - those laagd apron locations of the Airport designatedhiay
Airport Manager for the parking and storage of rafic
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(7) Aircraft Rental - the commercial operation a#nting or leasing aircraft to the public for
compensation.

(8) Aircraft Sales - the sale of new or used aftchrough brokerage, ownership, franchise,
distributorship, or licensed dealership.

(9) Airport Reference Codes — FAA Advisory Circule50/5300-13 Airport Design defines the Airport
Reference Code (ARC) as “a coding system usedlaterairport design criteria to the operational and
physical characteristics of the airplanes intertdease the airport.” The ARC is used to deterndesign

dimensions for the various separation and safetydstrds, Runway Protection Zones and Object Free

Zones dimensions, surface gradients, and threstaiaiards.

(10) Based Aircraft - an aircraft which the owndrygically locates at the airport for an undeterrdine
period, and whenever absent from the Airport, g @r intends to return the aircraft to the airgort
long-term storage.

B. General

(1) Aeronautical Activity - any activity or senda@onducted at the Airport that involves, makessiibes,

or is required for the operation of aircraft, origrhcontributes to or is required for the safetysath
operations. These activities include, but are moitéd to, air taxi and charter operations, aircfaéling,

aircraft storage, flight training, aircraft rentalrcraft sales, aircraft repair and maintenannd,any other
activities, which because of their relationshighe operation of aircraft can appropriately be rdgd as
an “aeronautical activity.”

(2) Airframe and Power Plant Maintenance - the mamtial operation of providing airframe and power
plant services, which includes service, the repagintenance, inspection, constructing, and making
modifications and alterations to aircraft, aircrafigines, propellers and appliances including ¢meowval

of engines for major overhaul as defined in 14 GFR 43. This category of service also includesstdie

of aircraft parts and accessories.

(3) Airframe and Powerplant Mechanic (A&P) — A pmrsvho holds an aircraft mechanic certificate with
both airframe and powerplant ratings as authorazetidescribed in 14 CFR Part 65.

(4) Airport - Paulding County Regional Airport,dall of the Airport-owned or leased real or peedon
property, buildings, facilities and improvementsthin the boundaries of said Airport, as it presentl
exists or as it may exist when it is hereafter rfiedj expanded, or developed. “Airport” includes Gl
its facilities as shown on the most current Airdaatyout Plan.

(5) ALP - the currently approved Airport LayoutaRldepicting the physical layout of the airport and
identifying the location and configuration of curterunways, taxiways, buildings, roadways, utifitie
navaids, etc.

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(6) Commercial Aeronautical Activity - the condwftany aspect of a business, concession, operation
agency providing goods or services to any persaoncéonpensation or hire, including exchange of
services, whether or not such objectives are actisihol. An activity is considered a commercial\atti
regardless of whether the business is nonproféritable, or tax-exempt. A commercial businessvégti
that involves makes possible or is required fordperation aircraft, or which contributes to oraguired
for the safety of aeronautical operations.

(7) Commercial Operator (Operator) - a person, ficorporation, or other entity, which makes possibl
or is required for the operation of aircraft, orighhcontributes to, or is required for the safediot and
utility of aircraft operations, the purpose of suattivity being to generate and/or secure earnings
income, compensation, and/or profit, whether orsuzh objectives are accomplished.

(8) Exclusive Right - a power, privilege, or otheght excluding or debarring another from enjoyimg
exercising a like power, privilege, or right. Anolxsive right can be conferred either by express
agreement, contract, license, lease, and permibyothe imposition of unreasonable standards or
requirements, or by any other means.

(9) General Aviation - all phases of aviation otliean aircraft manufacturing, military aviation,dan
scheduled or non-scheduled commercial air carperations.

(10) Hazardous Material - any substance, wastematerial which is toxic, explosive, corrosive,
flammable, infectious, radioactive, carcinogeniajtagenic, or otherwise hazardous, and is or become
regulated as a hazardous material by any govermnaumthority, agency, department, commission, hoard
agency or instrumentality of the United States, $tate of Georgia, Paulding County or any political
subdivision thereof.

(11) Minimum Standards - the qualifications orenid, which may be established by the Airport owaer
the minimum requirements that shall be met by lessas engaged in commercial aeronautical activitie$
for the right to conduct those activities.

C. Governmental

(1) Airport Manager — The designated individuatlaty authorized individual appointed by the Coutaty
administer and manage all operations of the Airpod Airport facilities, and to supervise all Airpo
projects.

(2) FAA - the Federal Aviation Administration astadished in 1967 within the Department of
Transportation of the United States government lilagtthe responsibility of promoting safety in e
by both regulation and education.

(3) FAR - the Federal Aviation Regulations as psliid by the FAA that governs the operation of
aircraft, airways, and airmen, Compliance with B%&Rs is mandatory. In 1996, all references to the
FARs were changed to “14 CFR” (Title 14 of the Cofl&ederal Regulations).
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D. Fueling

(1) Fueling or Fuel Handling - the transportatisale, delivery, dispensing, storage, or draininfuef or
fuel waste products to or from aircraft, vehiclesequipment.

(2) Fuel Storage Area - any portion of the Airpdesignated temporarily or permanently by the Aitpor
as an area in which aviation or motor vehicle gasobr any other type of fuel or fuel additive mas
stored or loaded.

(3) Self-Service Fueling - the commercial operatodran unmanned stationary fuel tank and dispensing
equipment for general use via a card reader. Tuilsides the operations of anyone utilizing thisetyb
equipment to provide fuel for sale or reuse.

E. Lease and Agreements

(1) Lease - the written contract between the Air@ord an Operator (Lessee) specifying the terms ang
conditions under which an Operator may occupy apdrate from certain Airport facilities and/or

property.

(2) Sublease - A written agreement, approved leyAirport, stating the terms and conditions under
which a third party Operator leases space fromssée for the purpose of providing aeronauticalisesv
at the Airport.

(3) Agreement - the written agreement between thipoft and an Operator specifying the terms and
conditions under which the Operator may conductroencial aviation activities. Such Agreement will
recite the terms and conditions under which theviigwvill be conducted at the Airport includingubnot
limited to, term of the Agreement; rents, fees, ahdrges to be paid; and the right and obligatadrtie
respective parties.

(4) Permit - administrative approval issued by thieport to a person or company to conduct a
commercial aeronautical activity, and provide ssgehvices, to based and transient aircraft, onlynfro
facilities and locations where such services atbaized.

(5) Person - an individual, corporation, firm, penship, association, organization, and any otheuy
acting as an entity, to conduct business on thpokir Person includes a trustee, receiver, assignee
similar representative.

F. Services
(1) Avionics Sales and Maintenance - the commeupgpakation of providing for the repair and service,

installation of aircraft radios, instruments andessories. Such operation may include the satewfor
used aircraft radios, instruments and accessories.

)
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(2) Fixed Base Operator (FBO) - a full service caeneral operator who is authorized to engage in the
primary activity of aircraft refueling and a minimuof three (3) of the following secondary actistie
airframe and power plant maintenance, flight tragniaircraft rental, aircraft charter or air taayionics
sales and service, and aircraft storage/hangatalsen

(3) Flight Training - the commercial operationinstructing pilots in dual and solo flight, in fisteor
rotary wing aircraft, and related ground schootringtion as necessary to complete a FAA writteotjsl
examination and flight check ride for various categs of pilots licenses and ratings. Flight Traqi
shall also include any portion of a flight betwe®o or more airports or other destinations wheee th
primary purpose is to increase or maintain pilotrew member proficiency.

(4) Flying Club — a non-commercial and nonprofitignorganized for the purpose of providing its
members with any number of aircraft for their paeause and enjoyment. Aircraft must be vestedhén t
name of the flying club owners on a pro-rata shang, the club may not derive greater revenue fitwen t
use of the aircraft than the cost to operate, rmainand replace the aircraft.

(5) Preventive Aircraft Maintenance - maintenanat is not considered a major aircraft alteration o
repair and does not involve complex assembly operatas listed in 14 CFR Part 43, except for Iteédn 2
in the Regulation. Item 22 involves the replacenadprefabricated fuel lines, and shall, for puses of
these regulations, be considered a major airceptiir.

(6) Self-Service — aircraft refueling, repair, peative maintenance, towing, adjustment, cleanimg, a
general services performed by an aircraft ownehnisiher employees on his/her aircraft with resosirce
supplied by the aircraft owner.

(7) Specialized Aviation Service Operation (SASO)-commercial aeronautical business that is
authorized to offer a single or limited servicesading to established Minimum Standards. Exampfes
a SASO include, but are not limited to the follogioommercial aeronautical activities: flight traigj
aircraft maintenance, air charter or taxi, airceaftes, avionics maintenance, aircraft rental,satels, and
aircraft storage.

G. Infrastructure

(1) Aircraft Operations Area (AOA) — The AOA is dered a restricted area and is established fo
safety and security reasons. Except for passemygianing or deplaning aircraft, the general puldi
prohibited from the AOA unless escorted by an attled employee of the Airport or Tenant. The
general public is also prohibited from all othezas of the Airport posted as being a restricted.are

(2) Roadway - any street or road whether improvedrnamproved, within the boundaries of the Airport
and designated for use by ground vehicles.

(3) Taxilane - the portion of the Airport apron @rer any other area, used for access betweenagsiw
and aircraft parking or storage area.
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(4) Taxiway - a defined path established for theing of aircraft from one part of the Airport tmather.

(5) UNICOM - a two-way communication system opedaby a non-governmental entity that provides
airport advisory information.

(7) Vehicle Parking Area - any portion of the Airpaesignated and made available temporarily or
permanently by Authority for the parking of vehile

SECTION C - Minimum Standards for all Specialized Aviation Service Operations (SASOSs)

The following shall apply to all prospective aerotieal service providers wishing to become a SA$0 a
the Airport.

1. Leases shall be for a term to be mutually edjrepon between the parties with due
consideration for the financial investment andribed to amortize improvements to the leasehold.

2. A person shall have such business backgroundsaall have demonstrated his business
capability to the satisfaction of, and in such mamas to meet with the approval of the Airport.

3. Any prospective entity seeking to conduct conuiaraeronautical activity at the Airport
should demonstrate in writing and notarized finahdetail that they have adequate resources tg
realize the business objectives agreed to by theo&tiand the applicant.

5. The prospective Specialized Aviation Servicee@or (SASO), as defined, shall have its
premises open and services available from 9:00 &rb:00 p.m. at least five (5) days a week
unless otherwise indicated or approved by the Atrpidhe schedule may be reduced during major
holidays, as approved by the Airport.

6. All prospective SASOs shall demonstrate toAhports satisfaction evidence of its ability to
acquire insurance coverage as stipulated for eadicplar type of operation. A SASO should
make its own analysis to determine if more is ndethowever, such policiesf insurance shall
be maintained in full force and effect during &trhs of existing leases, agreements or busines
license or renewals or extensions thereof with a&é@l®ndar day notice of cancellation to the
Airport. Such policies shall not be less than theants listed at APPENDIX 1; however, in all
cases, must meet the statutory requirements oifcapjg governmental agencies and be approved
in writing by the Airport.
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SECTION D - Application and Qualifications

Demonstration of intent to conduct a business derat the Airport shall be by application to Réing
County. The written application shall contain thimimum:

1. The propose nature of the business. A busiriasshpay be used to express the proposed natur
of the business.

2. The signatures of all parties whose names airgg lmibmitted as owning an interest in the
business or will appear on leases or other docwsnasitbeing a partner, director or corporate
officer and those who will be managing the business

3. The current financial statement prepared difieel by a Certified Public Accountant.

4. A listing of assets owned, or being purchasedeased which will be used in the business on
the Airport.

5. A current credit report for each party owninghaving a financial interest in the business and
credit report on the business itself covering abbgraphical areas in which it has done business i
the ten-year period immediately prior to such agggion.

6. An agreement to provide a bond or suitable quaeaof adequate funds to the Airport to be
used to defray any expenses and fees normallylpaide Lessee between testimated time the
Lessee may default and a new lease is executedrantider Lessee takes over.

7. A written authorization from the FAA, any avi@ti or aeronautics commissions,
administrations, and departments of all states lmchvthe applicant has engaged in aviation
business to release information in their files tietp to the applicant or its operation. The
applicant shall execute such forms, releases,sehdrges as may be required by those agencies.

8. Preliminary plans, specifications and datesafoy improvements which the applicant intends to
make on the Airport as part of the activity for aiiniapproval is sought. Applicant must comply
with appropriate Review Procedures and the Airpegtirements.

9. Proof of liability coverage for the business m@pien, flight operations, itinerant aircraft and

operators and premises insurance. Such proof may the form of a copy of insurance company
letter of intent.

10. Such other information as the Airport mayuieg)

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SECTION E - Action on Application

All applications will be reviewed and acted upagntbe Airport within ninety (90) days from the rguie
of the application. Applications may be denieddae or more of the following reasons:

1. The applicant does not meet qualifications, ddaths and requirements established by theseq
Minimum Standards.

2. The applicant's proposed operations or cocisbruwill create a safety hazard on the Airport.

3. The granting of the application will requiteetexpenditure of local funds, labor or materials o
the facilities described in or related to the aggilon, or the operation will result in a financia
loss to the Authority.

4. There imno appropriate or adequate available space oribgilah the Airport to accommodate
the entire activity of the applicant.

5. If any of the individuals within the applicatia@annot pass the standard FAA background
check.

6. The proposed operation, Airport development onstruction does not comply with the
approved Airport Layout Plan.

7. The development or use of the area requestédesillt in a congestion of aircraft or buildings,
or will result in unduly interfering with the opéians of any present tenant or fixed base operatof
on the Airport, such as problems in connection vaiticraft traffic or service, or preventing free
access and egress to an existing tenant or SAS@illaresult in depriving, without the proper
economic study, an existing tenant or SASO of pagiof its leased area in which it is operating.

8. Any party applying, or interested in the bustebas supplied false information, or has
misrepresented any material fact in the applicatom supporting documents, or has failed to
make full disclosure on the application.

9. Any party applying, or having an interest in thesiness, has a record of violating the Rules, or
the Rules and Regulations of any other Airport,dfadAviation Regulations, or any other Rules
and Regulations applicable to this or any othgyaair

10. Any party applying, or having an interest ie thusiness, has defaulted in the performance of
any lease or other agreement with the Airport grlease or other agreement at any other airport.

11. Any party applying, or having an interest ime business, is not sufficiently credit worthy and

responsible in the judgment of the Airport to pd®sziand maintain the business to which the
application relates and to promptly pay amountsuhdaer the SASO lease.

12. The applicant does not have the finances naces$s conduct the proposed operation for a
minimum period of six months.

13. The applicant has committed any crime, or walaany local ordinance rule or regulation,
which adversely reflects on its ability to condtiet SASQoperation applied for.

SECTION F - Aircraft Sales

Statement of Concept

New Aircraft Sales: An aircraft sales SASO engaigethe sale of new aircraft through franchises or
licensed dealerships (if required by local, coumtytate authority) or distributorship (either oretail or

wholesale basis) of an aircraft manufacturer odwsecraft;and provides such repair, services, and partg
as necessary to meet any guarantee or warrantiyavafisold.

Used Aircraft Sales: Many companies engage in timehasing and selling of used aircraft. This is
accomplished through various methods including matc potential purchasers with an aircraft
(brokering), assisting austomer in the purchase or sale of an aircraffpuschasing used aircraft and
marketing them to potential purchasers. In mangsdkese SASOs also provide such repair, serviceq
and parts as necessary to support the operatiairaaft sold. Some of the requirements may not be|
appropriate to the sale of used aircraft becausadh aircraft's unique history.

Minimum Standards

1. A SASO engaging in this activity shall providecessary and satisfactory arrangements forn
repair and servicing of aircraft, but only for the duratiof any sales guarantee or warranty
period. The SASO shall provide an adequate invgrdbspare parts for the type of new aircraft
for which sales privileges are granted. The SAS® veghin the business of selling new aircraft
shall have available a representative exampleeopthduct.

2. A SASO shall have in his employ, on duty durthg appropriate business hours, trained
personnel in such numbers as are required to rhedflinimum Standards set forth in an efficient

manner. The SASO shall also maintain, during adliless hours, a responsible person in, charge

to supervise the operations in the leased areathétlauthorization to represent and act for and on
behalf ofthe SASO, and provide check ride pilots for aircsaild.

a. Operate the service in a minimum of five heddf500) square feet of office
space on the Airport and have immediate accessigtomer lounge, public
telephones, and restrooms. Operator must leasgbtgase a minimum of Tie
down area to accommodate at least two (2) of tihgetd of the aircraft
authorized for sale. If the operator leases haspgace for the storage of sale
aircraft this provision is waived.

b. Employ and have on duty at least one (1) qualibedraft salesperson and
access to a demonstration pilot that has a cuo@mimercial pilot certificate
with appropriate aircraft type ratings.

SECTION G - Aircraft Airframe, Engine and Accessory Maintenance and Repair

Statement of Concept

An aircraft airframe, engine and accessory maimte@and repair SASO provides one or a combination
of airframe, engine and accessory overhauls anairreprvices on aircraft up to annual inspectiomy m
include all types of piston and turbine aircrafisiness Jet aircraft and helicopters. This categball
also include the sale of aircraft parts and accesso

Minimum Standards

1. The SASO shall provide sufficient equipment, @igs, manuals and availability of parts
equivalent to that required for certification by tRAA.

2. The SASO shall have in his employ, and on dutyng the appropriate business hours, trained
personnel in such numbers as are required to nmeetMinimum Standards set forth in this
category of services in an efficient manner, bwendéess than one person currently certificated by
the FAA with ratings appropriate to the work beipgrformed and who holds an airframe and
power plant rating and is an inspector authorizethe FAA.

a. Operate the service from a minimum of two tlamgsfive hundred (2,500)
square feet of ventilated hangar and shop spacéh@riirport and have
immediate access to customer lounge, public telegécand restrooms.

b. Employ and have on-duty a minimum of one (1) F#ektified technician who
possesses an airframe, power plant, or aircrafpektsr rating, or the
maintenance facility must be certified under 14 Gt 145.

c. Keep premises open and services available amamiof eight (8) hours daily,
five (5) days a week. A technician shall also bailable on-call twenty-four
(24) hours, seven (7) days for emergency purposhs b more than one (1)
maintenance facility is located on airport the afl-cesponsibility may be
rotated on a mutually agreeable schedule.

d. Provide equipment, supplies and parts requicgdafrcraft airframe, power

plant, inspection, tire, battery, oxygen, and ottoertine aircraft maintenance
functions.

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SECTION H - Aircraft and/or Ultralight Vehicle Leas e and Rental

Statement of Concept

A SASO that engages in the rental or lease ofafirand/or ultralight vehicles to the public.

Minimum Standards

Aircraft:

1. The SASO shall have available for rental, eitbemed or undemritten lease, two (2)
certificated and currently airworthy aircraft, o of which must be a four-place aircraft, and
one (1) of which must be equipped for and capabl8ight under instrument meteorological

conditions.

a. Operate the service in a minimum five hundre@D)Ssquare feet of office
space on the Airport and have immediate accessigtomer lounge, public
telephones, and restrooms. Arrange for or leasg ramhangar space for
aircraft.

b. Employ and have on duty at least two (2) petsaring a current commercial
pilot certificate with appropriate ratings, incladiinstructor rating.

c. Keep premises open and services available emum of eight (8) hours daily,
five (5) days a week.

Ultralight Vehicles:

1. The SASO shall have available for rengégher owned or under written lease to the SAS@, on
approved two placeltralight vehicle.

2. The SASO shall have in his employ and on dutynduappropriate business hours, a minimum

of one person having a current FAA commercial pitatrtificate or an Advanced Flight
Instructor's (AFI) rating from: the United Statekrblight Association (USUA).

SECTION | - Flight Training

Statement of Concept

A flight training SASO engages in instructing pgdoh dual and solo flightaining, in fixed and/or rotary
wing aircraft, and provides such related groundosthnstruction as is necessary and preparatory tg
taking a written examination and flight check riide the category or categories of pilots' licenaed

ratings involved.

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Minimum Standards

1. The SASO shahlave available for use in flight training, eithevreed or under written lease to
SASO, properly certificated aircraft, one (1) dfish must be a four-place aircraft, and one (1) of
which must be equipped for and capable of usestrument flight instruction.

2. The SASO shall have, on a full-time basisgast one flight instructor who has been properly
certificated by the FAA to provide the type ofitiag offered.

a. Operate the service from a minimum of two huddiiy (250) square feet of
classroom and office space on the Airport and haweediate access to
customer lounge, public telephones, and restrooms.

b. Flight training operations shall include adaigumock-ups, pictures, slides,
filmstrips, movies, videotapes, or other traininiged necessary to provide
proper and effective ground school instruction. dlhterials shall meet FAA

requirements for the training offered.

SECTION J - Commercial Skydiving

Statement of Concept

A Skydiving SASO engaged in the transportation exfspns for skydiving, instruction in skydiving, and
rental and sales of skydiving equipment.

Minimum Standards

1. A SASO shall have available for skydiving, eitlowned or under written exclusive use lease
to the SASO, at least three properly certificatiecraft.

2. Keep premises open and services available ammamiof eight (8) hours daily, five (5) days a
week.

3. A SASO operation shall meet or exceed the B3aiety Requirements (BSR) of the United
States Parachute Association (USPA), FAR 105, ataded FAA Advisory Circulars. The jump
plane pilot must hold a FAA commercial pilot cad#te and be appropriately rated for the aircraft

being operated.

4. A skydiving SASO shall carry the same insuracmeerage and limits as any other SASO on
the Airport and provide the following minimum fat#s:

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a. Operate the service from a minimum of fifteendred (1,500) square feet
of classroom and office space on the Airport ancehemnmediate access to a
customer lounge, public telephones, and restrooms.

b. Flight training operations shall include adequateckaups, pictures, slides,
filmstrips, movies, videotapes, or other traininges necessary to provide
proper and effective ground school instruction. whterials shall meet FAA
requirements for the training offered.

c. Have a hangar of not less than five thousar@ (@ square feet for the storage
rigging and packing of equipment.

SECTION K - Avionics, Instruments or Propeller Repar Station

Statement of Concept

An avionics, instrument, or propeller repair stat®ASO engages in the business of and providesga sh
for the repair of aircraft avionics, propellersstimments, and accessories for general aviaticomadir
This category may include the sale of new or usedradt avionics, propellers, instruments, and
accessories. The SASO shall hold the approprigtamrstation certificates issued BRA for the types of
equipment he plans to service and/or install.

Minimum Standards

1. The SASO shall have in his employ and on diuigng the appropriate business hours trained
personnel in such numbers as are required to theeMinimum Standards set forth in this

category in an efficient manner but never lessntbae person who is a FAA rated radio,

instrument or propeller repairman.

a. Operate the service from a minimum of two tloasfive hundred (2,500)
square feet of ventilated hangar and shop spacéh@riirport and have
immediate access to customer lounge, public telegdicand restrooms.

The sublease agreement shall spegifiliine those services to be provided by the eesse
the sublessee that shall be used to meet the stlnda

SECTION R - Environmental

Any SASO, person, party, firm or corporation opg@gton the Airport must comply with all Federal,
State and local environmental requirements.

INTRODUCTION

The Paulding County Board of Commissioners andRaelding County Airport Authority, in order to
impose a common plan of covenants and restrictionghe mutual benefit of Paulding County and
present and future lessees of building sites atditeu County Regional Airport (“Airport”), hereby
declares and provides that all building sites amddings are subject to the following covenants,
conditions and restrictions. It shall be underdtdbat all specifications established herein shall
consideredninimum standards to be met by all contractors, individuahd developers interested in the
construction of an Aircraft Storage Unit (hangaray building at the Airport. The Airport resesvihe
right to update or modify the Covenants as deteethinecessary by the Paulding County Airport
Authority.

For the purpose of this document, thener shall be the Paulding County Airport Authoritypthessee
shall be any individual, group, business, or caagon, which desires to construct an Aircraft Sgera
Unit or any building at the Airport.

The Lessee agrees to accept the leased premises present condition and without expense to the
Owner, will maintain any installations thereon. \Whsubmittals are to be approved by the Ownes, it i
understood that those submittals are to be approyelde Paulding County Airport Authority.

No occupancy of any building shall be permittedobefthe building is completed and an occupancy
permit issued. No building shall be used as a ptdgesidence. No building shall be undertaken atith
first receiving all applicable building permits.

REQUIREMENTS

Approvals Required

No building or any improvement shall be erectedcpd, or altered on any building site at Paulding
County Regional Airport until the plans for suchilBing or improvement, including site plan, landgea
plan, building plans and specifications have begpr@aed by the Owner. Approval or disapproval of
such plans shall be with respect to conformity wiitbse restrictions and other applicable ordinaacels
requirements of the Owner, and with respect to bagmof external design and land use as it effects
property within and adjacent to the Airport. Buildiplans shall be in conformance with all Countg an
State laws and ordinances, and shall conform teauhent Airport Layout Plan.

1. Setbacks

The Owner will determine setback distances for transon based on FAA regulations, Airport layout
plan and other airport regulations that may be tedhérom time to time. No part or portion of any
building shall be erected, constructed, or extenmo any setback area. No building construction
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equipment or materials shall be staged, placedperated in a manner that impedes the movement of
aircraft along taxilanes or taxiways.

2. Height of Buildings

All buildings and structures shall comply with thraximum height regulation(s) identified in the euntr

Airport Layout Plan. (These specifications aredoasn FAA standards for regulating airspace in the
vicinity of runways.) The tallest point of a hangancluding antennas or other attachments, may nof
exceed the maximum structure elevation specifie@ fgiven distance from the runway.

3. Drainage

A drainage plan shall be submitted indicating flamd contours/elevations. Drainage shall not negitiv
impact adjacent properties and shall flow into Amgort’s natural or developed drainage. The elerat

of the lot shall not be changed so as to materaffigct the surface elevation or grade of the surding
lots. Drainage from roofs shall not create erosoraffect adjacent properties. Perimeter roof drgin
with gutter and downspouts shall be required. Rirainage and a soil erosion control plan shall be
indicated on plan submittal.

4. Parking

The number and location of parking stalls requii@dthe specific intended use shall be submittetth wi
the construction plans. Areas provided for parksigll be surfaced with a minimum of 2-inch
bituminous or 4-inch concrete over a finished aowhjgacted 6-inch gravel base.

5. Apron and Pad Standards

Apron and floor pad thickness shall be indicatedsobmitted plans. Aprons and pads shall be dedigne
to accommodate a 60,000 Ib. dual wheel aircraft.fléor pads shall be of a minimum four-inch podre
concrete, shall be sealed with Ashford Formulamaproved equivalent sealer, and conform to Pagldi
County standard specifications. All aprons shativte positive drainage to prevent ponding or stamd
water. For the purposes of this section, the apsatefined as the area that extends across thre ent
width of the leased parcel and from the buildingh® taxiway.

6. Refuse

No storage of waste, refuse, material, or equipnskail be permitted outside the building. Where
necessary, dumpsters should be located at theofearstructure/site and should be enclosed with an
opaque wall. The enclosure should be construdt@dnsasonry building material that is the sameoas,
similar to, the primary structure ahdve gates made of metal.

7. Open Sided Structures/Portable Building/Bi-foldDoors

All structures shall be totally enclosed. No op&led structures shall be permitted. No portablédngs
shall be permitted. All hangar buildings shall bguired to be constructed with a bi-fold door.
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8. Alterations

No alterations to the exterior appearance of angtieg building shall be made without first obtaigi
approval of the Owner.

9. Antennas/Satellite Dishes

All antennas, satellite dishes, and similar equiptnehall be indicated on plan submittals. If anoghs
equipment is to be installed after the initial apyal of Lessee’s facility, Lessee shall receive@vener’'s
approval prior to installation. No equipment sHadl allowed that will interfere with existing or tue
airport operations.

10. Walks

All pedestrian sidewalks in the hangar area shaltdnstructed of concrete, at least 4-inches thintk4-
feet wide. Bituminous asphalt, dirt, and gravelkgadhall be prohibited.

11. Maintenance

All grass, trees, and shrubbery must be kept indgamppearance at all times. All grass must be cut
whenever necessary. If the Lessee fails to mairtese areas the Owner reserves the right to nmrainta
them at an additional cost to the Lessee.

12. Utilities

Extension of Utilities to the proposed facilitidsadl be the financial responsibility of the Lessa#.plan
submittals shall include sufficient detailed infaton on all utility designs and design loads, ark
shall not be permitted until approved by the Owigrbmittal shall indicate above ground utilitiestsu
as, but not limited to, condensers and transform®@esver, gas, water, electric, and communication
utilities shall be located underground. The Lesskall be responsible to restore all disturbed areas
including pavement and grass areas. All above grautiiities shall be screened to comply with the
Paulding County Overlay District Landscape Stanslard

13. Sign Standards

A single sign, which is limited in content to theme, address and occupation of the owner or octupban
the premises, and which does not exceed 1.5 S.&rem may be displayed in the vicinity of a bidfol
door on the front of a hangar building. In theecaga multiple unit building, one such sign isrpéted
for each unit. At a minimum, each hangar unit ndisplay the building address assigned by the Gount
The Owner will consider additional signage requdsts freestanding signs will not be allowed.

All signs must adhere to the requirements specifietthe Paulding County Sign Code. All hangar sign
plans shall be submitted to the Owner for review approval prior to construction or installatiorhel
Owner shall also review and approve sign requestsgards to Airport operational considerationsrupo
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consultation with the airport manager. The Coungy require additional addressing to be displayed i
required by emergency service providers.

14. Building Plans

The drawings furnished to the Owner are to indichteintent of the Lessee as to the type of bugdin
construction desired, the dimensions shown on fjdan drawings and the height dimension shown on
the drawings shall not be changed without the amithpproval of the Owner. Drawing shall include an
architectural view of all four sides of buildingh& Owner must review a complete set of plans and
specifications before approval is granted. The stiahmust bear the seal of a Professional Engineer
Architect, Registered in the State of Georgia, ébgrcertifying that the structural design of thelding
meets all the requirements of the current Georgia@ercial Building Code.

Combinations of architectural design treatmentdjtamhal landscaping, and trees should be provided.

15. Exterior Materials

The front, rear, and sides of all buildings shallfced with materials approved by the Owner. dug
facades for building fronts shall include architeat treatments of glass and brick, stone, or tachiral
block (combining these finishes is allowed and emaged). At a minimum 10% of the building must be
made of one or more of these building materialpec8ically, the front of the building and any side
within line of sight of the airport access road mbe partially made of one or more of these buddin
materials.

If used, Brick shall be Cherokee Brick, engineesea, Old Savannah Grey, tumbled brick or approved
equivalent. If used, Rock shall be River Valleyor&, limestone, Poinset, or approved equivalent.
Mortar shall be Coosa Antique Buff or approved gglant.

The front, rear, and sides of all buildings sha&lds similar design and aesthetic, however, facades
primary customer storefront located within a mtétrant building shall be of a distinct architectura
identity.

The Owner shall approve building colors. All buildi colors shall be consistent with the Airport
Terminal Building. Color sample(s) shall be praddwith hangar plan submittals.

A model hangar facility that meets the requiremefthese covenants is shown below.
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16. Roofs

Roofs shall be metal. All hangars shall have gabtés in order to achieve a uniform appearancefro
the Airport Access Road. Roof pitches shall havel2 slope (rise-run) for building less than 56tfe
width and a minimum of 3:12 slope (rise-run) forlg of greater than 50 feet in width.

Side and rear finished overhangs shall be a mininofirh2” and front finished overhangs shall be a
minimum of 24”. Perimeter roof drainage with gu&d downspouts shall be required.

17. Lighting

Exterior lighting, if present, shall be located buoilding and shall illuminate the building exterior
sufficient for safety and security.

Light fixtures theatef a taxilane shall not exceed 0.5 foot-candléleat
edge of the taxilane. Plan submittal shall incledéerior lighting information including locationAll
other lighting shall conform to County ordinancedahe County’s specifications and standards for off
street parking areas.
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18. Mechanicals and Equipment

All mechanical, HVAC, and like systems shall beestred from all street, driveway, and pedestriaallev
views. Roof lines shall be designed to screen sagclipment located atop buildings, and an opaqgule wa
or fence of masonry, brick, split-faced block, rpekc. shall provide adequate screening for grdaasskd
equipment.

19. Compliance with Building Codes

The building codes and restrictions for buildingsl atructures at the Airport shall run with thedaand
be binding to all parties and all persons on Aitpooperty.

Those procedures and processes shall describentbec&ment of the building codes and restrictions
contained herein in the lease agreement betweeseeesd the Owner.

All buildings constructed, erected, or placed upay lot within the borders of the Airport shall ¢orm
to all government zoning and use requirements.

All Building and structures shall comply with alicent federal, state and local requirements.

20. Invalidation

Invalidation of any one of these covenants, codesiestrictions contained within this document, by
judgment or court order, shall in no way affect atlger provisions herein, which shall remain inl ful
force and effect.

21. Variances

The Owner shall consider and may grant a variancéhése covenants, conditions and restrictions.
Request for variance must include a full explamatitny these codes or requirements cannot be fudty m
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
